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Violence against children is unacceptable.
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WHAT TO DO IF A CHILD IS BEING HURT...
THE PRIORITY IS TO ENSURE THE CHILD IS SAFE

1 Listen to the child and show empathy:
"""l am sorry this happened to you"

i 2 Comfort the child and take the child to a safe
" place: "Let's get some help"

3 Take notes and report the abuse immediately
" to your supervisor, Human Resources or senior
leadership of the Red Cross Red Crescent.
Know your local laws and report accordingly.
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
